However, education is an universal rights
where all school age children must have
access to basic education with regards
to gender, race, creed and politic.

YOUTHS ASPIRE TO BECOME PRIESTS

The diocese of Gizo is celebrating its golden anniversary remember-
ing the gift of faith brought by the Marist Missionaries and estab-
lished in its communities by the Dominican Order for the past fifty
years.

A total of 20 young men aspiring to be priests in the diocese of
Gizo are having a one month immersion program at Gizo as part of
the celebration.

They include nine Holy Name Seminarians, five NAC Graduates

-seminary in NAC lead by newly ordained Fr Stephen Te'e.

The program aims to help the candidates in identifying and
acquiring the specified traits of the identity of the Catholic priest as
specified in the Formation Program for PNG and S| seminarians.
